PONTIAC, MI  (October 6 , 2006) – Lighthouse Community Development will be joined by U.S. Representative Joe Knollenberg; Pontiac Mayor Clarence Phillips; and Pontiac City Council members during a press conference to unveil plans for the organization’s new 28 unit apartment complex at 101 Mechanic Street; and 12, two-story town houses which will be built on a stretch of vacant land at 449 Whittemore Street in Pontiac.
