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Lighthouse has provided services to low-income families in Oakland County for more than 30 years.  What began as an effort to provide food and clothing from the back door of a local church has grown into a family of agencies providing a full range of services designed to move people from instability to independence.  

Last year, Lighthouse served more than 67,000 individuals and families through its subsidiaries: Lighthouse Community Development (LCD), building strong communities through affordable housing and educated homeowners; Lighthouse Emergency Services (LES), providing emergency food, housing, medical, utility and other services to people who need immediate help and Lighthouse PATH, which provides long-term housing and support to help women achieve self-sufficiency and a healthy family environment for their children.  


“Neighbors aren’t just the people who live on your street,” adds Ziraldo. “They’re also the people who live in our cities, county and state.  If you look at giving from that perspective, helping someone in need is like lending a hand to a friend who lives next door.”
