Award Grants to Lighthouse of Oakland County Agencies

(PONTIAC, MI) January 3, 2007 – Two Lighthouse of Oakland County agencies have been awarded grants for programs that support the achievement of people in crisis situations.  Lighthouse PATH recently received a $339,000 grant from the Department of Justice, Office of Violence Against Woman and Lighthouse Emergency Services (LES) received a $125,000 grant from the McGregor Fund.

“These grants are significant for two reasons,” explains Lighthouse of Oakland County President and CEO John Ziraldo.  “First, they provide Lighthouse with the necessary operating funds for programs that empower people to overcome financial hardship.  Secondly, they’re an acknowledgement that Lighthouse is a fiscally-responsible organization that utilizes money donated for people in need wisely, honestly and effectively.”
Lighthouse PATH will use the three-year grant from the Department of Justice to provide transitional supportive housing for women in Oakland County who are domestic violence survivors.  This support includes case management assistance; adult and child therapy; child care for working mothers; and a safe living environment for families working toward a better future.  
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Residents may stay at Lighthouse PATH for up to twenty-four months while they complete their education, participate in job training programs, or obtain immediate employment.
The McGregor Fund is a private foundation established in 1925 by gifts from Katherine and Tracy McGregor “to relieve the misfortunes and promote the well-being of mankind.” In addition to offering grants that benefit education, health care, arts and culture, it also awards funding to organizations like Lighthouse of Emergency Services which provide human service programs for people in need.  LES assists people living in poverty with emergency food, housing, and utilities, while also offering them problem-solving strategies to become self-sufficient.
