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Lighthouse Housing Counselors Offer Free Assistance 
at Pontiac’s Block Party on July 24

The assistance will allow homeowners to get information on what their options are, and possibly lead to allowing homeowners and their family members to stay in their homes.  
The Elam Family and Friends Block Party Saturday will be held at Phoenix Center Plaza in downtown Pontiac on July 24 from 11:00 am until 7:00 pm. There will be an array of activities, including many of kids of all ages, educational and personal enrichment opportunities, food and drink. The event is free to attend. 
This year the Block Party will emphasize public safety by garnering support from all public safety departments including Star EMS, Pontiac Police, the Oakland County Sheriff and Pontiac Fire Department.
